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How to Play





Shuffle and deal all of the cards face down. The player to the left of the dealer starts by asking any one player for a particular card naming which member of the family they require. They must already hold at least one member of that same family. If the player asked holds that card they have to give it up, and the initial player can ask another player for a card (this continues until a player does not have the card asked for). If the player does not hold the card that was asked for they reply ‘no’ and it is then their turn. When a player has all four members of a family she lays down the set in front of her. 





When all the sets are collected the game has ended. The Brownies should count up the points as listed on the cards.
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Discuss the implications of the game. Why were some families worth more than others.
